The work on this praject has now started on site with SDC Special Projects as the Main Contractor,
the works are on programme for a comipletion in December 2008

Following investigations into reducing energy consumption within the building and to make the
Buiilding mone suitainable, DLP Design Litd have Been working with E-on Sustassable Enengy
Solutions on the design and installation of a Ground Source Heat Pump to heat the building.

The system will wse a Viessmann 300 BW 116 Heat Pump with & buffer tank linked 1o an BDD metre
long ground loop sat 1000mm below ground, This sodution i more economic than snking

boreholes as the excavation costs are much reduced. The buffer vessel provides a heat

sink/source, prevents shart cycling of the heat pump and maintaing a body of enesgy that can be
drawn as and when reguired. This installation will replace a conventional condensing gas bailier
and be linked to an under floor heating system . all roomas to prowide space heating
music facility

The annual heating/hot water energy demand is estimated to be 14,500 k'W hours per annum and
it is estimated that an annual energy saving of 11,350 kW hours will be achieved with a reduction
of COZ in the arder of 1800 kg (per annum) at a cost saving of £E458 per annum at today’s prices
but, a% energy prices continue (o rise steeply, the payback time is likely to reduce significantly

T assist with the funding of this, the School have received a grant for 50% of the cost under phase
2 af the Low Carbon Buldings Programme (LCBP2) which was appled for by DUP Design Lid, A
further application for grant aided funding has now been made to the BIG Lottery Fund the
remainder of the sdditional costs over and abowe the conventional system.
